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We would like to share some thoughts with all we consider relevant to the understanding that we have reached only after we started the process of quality information on the basic income in the community Paranapiacaba, thanks mainly to the questioning of these people.

Talking to the future "benefits" the project, we could confirm the importance of unconditional and equal to the basic income, and develop a bit more the idea of a universal heritage.

This experience has shown that the rejection of the conditionality of income does not apply only to more "affluent", nobody, absolutely nobody, wants to be broken, especially by their socioeconomic status, this is considered low or high. Often, joining the project only occurs when we explain that this is not only a project of social assistance, or merely an income supplement.

Yet the phenomenon that I report comes at the time immediately following: when we say that it is a right and present the issue of income on the prism of universal heritage.

So far we have treated the issue only from the point of view of this generation to enjoy the wealth produced by their ancestors. But when we start to focus on the question from the standpoint of future generations, something special has occurred in the perception of many people, including our own.

Trying to understand what is going on I think I have come across a concept that could convey in words any need of basic income to be recognized as a universal right.

When we speak of humanity and our common human notion is essentially biological species. However when we come to recognize the right of everyone to share the wealth of our ancestors, when we extended the notion of individual rights fully recognized in the family, to extend it, are changing the way people think about the human condition, we modify the concept of humanity, or rather understand it in a larger meaning.

In a free society only when we are not equal oblige all to live under the same conditions, but when we allow everyone to access the wealth of our common ancestors. If we want to brotherhood among all humans need to recognize the rights that all brothers have to share the wealth. Obviously not the wealth that lies with each one for his work or the work of their parents, but one that is the product of the human family.

In this sense it is also important to emphasize that this right of our generation enjoy the wealth of our ancestors is also immediately perceived as a duty towards our children.

I venture therefore to say that it is not possible to achieve the ideals of equality and brotherhood without the recognition of the right to Universal Basic Income.
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
